That is no longer a barrier, thanks to a partnership DJ]J has forged
with James River Transportation and Assisting Families With
Inmates. Every two weeks on a Sunday, JRT will provide a clean,
modern shuttle bus operated by a courteous driver that will take your
family in relaxing comfort to DJJ’s Bon Air and Beaumont Juvenile
Correctional Centers during regular visitation hours.

There is no cost to you. All you have to do is arrive at the appointed time
at one of the locations noted in the box at left, get on board, sit back and
enjoy the ride. We'll take care of the rest.

Since there are limited seats on each vehicle, we do ask that you call at
least five days in advance of your visit to reserve a seat. Children must

be at least 1 year old and walking; families must provide car seat.
